   After they left, Mary remained be-
hind. As she looked into the tomb, 
she saw two angels who asked why she 
was weeping. She replied, ñThey have 
taken my Lord, and I donôt know 
where they laid him.ò She turned and 
saw Jesus, but she didnôt recognize 
him at first, mistaking him for the 
gardener. Then he called her by her 
name and she responded ñRabboni!ò 
The first person to see the risen Lord, 
Mary Magdalene announced to the 
disciples what Jesus had told herðthat 
he would be returning to his Father, 
God (John 20:1-18). 

  Mary Magdaleneôs encounter 
with the risen Lord shows us 
what can happen as we quiet 
our hearts and listen for his 
voice.
