He wants to be
alone with you! This Easter season,
may you receive all the gifts God
has for you in that sacred place. ¢

Gabrielle Marin

St. Catherine of Siena

Catherine was born in Siena,
Italy in 1347. At six years of age
she had her first spiritual experi-
ence. Atage 12, she cut her
hair to protest her mother’s in-
sistence that she be more attrac-
tive for marriage. Her father
understood her need for quiet
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prayer and provided a special
room for her. She took a vow of
virginity and followed the spiri-
tual disciplines. At age 18 she
entered the Dominican Third
Order. She ministered to the
poor and the sick and visited the
jails. She was active in public
and church affairs, including be-
ing credited with returning the
Holy See to Rome after 74 years
of exile in France.

Catherine’s mystical experi-
ences inspired the Book of Divine
Doctrine, the greatest writings in
Christian mysticism of the 14™
century. She died in 1380, was
canonized a saint in 1461 and
declared a Doctor of the Church

in 1970. The Church celebrates her holy
life on. April 29.
